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I.Ln D ecem ber 1965, M aestro Gary B ertin i conducted the "Israel Chamber Ensem ble” 

fo r  the f ir s t  time, having founded  the Ensem ble in A ugust o f  that same year. The 

Ensemble than consisted o f  twenty m usicians and a sm all choir 

Bertini had a dream: To p lay  a different repertoire than that p layed  a t the time and to 

develop a unique style o f  perform ance. To play concerts o f  a special nature, chamber 

operas in fu ll-s tage  perform ance and concerts o f  various instrum ental and vocal 

combinations, all over Israel. Special attention was given to existant Israeli works and 

to prom oting new ones.

Gary Bertini left a fter ten years o f  artistic direction; the Orchestra enlarged its number, 

the name  w as changed to the "Israel Chamber Orchestra" and  Wflj subsequently  

directed by Luciano Berio, Rudolph Barshai, Uri Segal, Yoav Talmi and Shlomo Mintz. 

Thirty years have p a ssed  M usical directors, various conductors and an ever-changing 

human com bination o f  Orchestra members, have influenced and moulded the concert 

series. In the f ir s t  intim ate and alm ost home-made programmes, we fin d  in the 

m usicians lists young, debuting artists - fu l l  o f  enthusiasm  and curiosity to discover the 

venues o f  orchestral cham ber music. Today m ost o f  them have left, turning to other 

orchestras or to non-m usical activities. With the passing years, the Orchestra m atured  

changed in appearance and, with the massive Aliyah, opened its ranks to new arrivals. 

The Orchestra has traversed the oceans and perform ed in the m ost prestigious concert 

halls in the world, ye t still looks forw ard  to an ever-more am bitious future.

This concert season, the Orchestra w ill add new lines to its portra it and a t the same 

time rediscover the scent o f  the "Ensemble character" within its past. The concert series 

o f  this season are slightly different, adding exceptional works to the traditional

programmes, inviting both well-known and young, prom ising artists, perform ing Israeli

works and musical p ieces that combine sound, m ovement and voice.

We hope to welcome to the ICO  fam ily, new and curious audiences who are ready to

experience colourful music in an intim ate atmosphere, ju s t like thirty years ago.
