The Jerusalem  Sym phony O rchestra and I are 
looking forw ard to our first full season together. 
The Corning season will offer m any varied 
program s with interesting and distinguished 
artists who will be perform ing with us.

We are delighted that we have succeeded in 
bringing back som e renowned and beloved 
friends from the past, such as Yuri A hronovitch 
and Juan Pablo Izquierdo. We are proud to 
present the distinguished artists Petar Schreier 
and M itsuko Shirai, French pianist Cecile 
Ousset, and double-bass soloist Gary Karr.
Som e o f Israel's forem ost artists, who play an 
im portant role in the music scene o f Israel, will 
also be represented in the forthcom ing season.

C om bining lesser-know n works together with 
the popular C lassic and Rom antic repertoire, the 
selection o f program s includes a num ber o f 
pieces designed to arouse the curiosity o f our 
audience. One such work is the Israeli prem iere 
o f a scene for two singers and orchestra - 
Tchaikovsky's "Rom eo and Juliet". which uses
the fam iliar material from  the O verture - 
Fantasy. A nother Israeli prem iere will be
Sinfonietta, Opus 5 by the Jewish-V iennese
composer, E. W. Kom gold, whose musical
career was overshadow ed by Richard Strauss.
We have chosen to present unusual solo
Instrum ents through their noted representatives
such as a pair o f  feet, in the C oncerto for Tap
Dance and O rchestra by M orton Gould. which
will be perform ed for the first tim e in Israel.
This will be part o f a special Fourth o f July
program .

In Novem ber, we will be focusing on yet 
another world renow ned com poser/conductor, 
Luciano Berio, w ho will conduct one o f our 
subscription program s. Additional works o f 
Berio will be perform ed in o ther program s 
during that m onth. Next year, before Passover,

Israeli Choirs will particípate in our subcription 
series in a program  o f works based on King 
David's Psalms.

Israeli music will have a distinct place in this 
new season. The opening program  will include 
M ahler's Sym phony No. 5 and the C oncerto for 
O rchestra by the Pulitzer Prize winner, Shulamit 
Ran. who is presently the C om poser in 
Residence of the Chicago Symphony. L ater in 
the season, works by M ax Stern, Jan Radzynski, 
Ami M aayani, Zvi Avni, A.U. Boscovitch, and 
others will be presented in our subscription 
concerts. M any more works will be perform ed, 
as in previous seasons, in the "Open Studio" 
concerts and in recordings.

The recent establishm ent o f the Friends o f the 
Jerusalem  Sym phony Orchestra, under the 
Presidency o f Mrs. Shulam it Shamir, 
dem onstrates the public support that the 
Orchestra clearly requires and richly deserves. 
W ithout such support, and in the absence o f the 
audience sharing the m usic in the concert hall, it 
is difficult to im agine the m aking o f music 
wholeheartedly.

We hope that your confidence and pride in 
Jerusalem 's O rchestra will continué to assist our 
dynam ic and innovative progress to even greater 
musical heights.
