position at the University of Chile he con_
tinued studies in conducting with Hermann
Scherchen 1in Gravesano,Switzerl and.In 1961
he became Music Director of the Music De®
partement at the Catholic University of
Santiago where he organized and conducted

concert and opera series dedicated mainly
to contemporary music. For this work he
was given 1in 1962 the Natienal Critics

Award. Since then he appears regularty as
guest conductor of the National Symphony
and Philharmonic Orchestras of Chile.

In 1966 he was awarded First Prize in the
Dimitri Mitropoulos Internationa] Competi-

tion for Conductors 1in New York and became
Leonard Bernstein®s Assistant Conductor at
The New York Philharmonic. During 1967"69

he was Resident Conductor for Opera and

Concerts at |Indiana University.

and has developed an International career
appearing regularly with important orche”
tras in Europe,the United States and South
America such as:
